Public Consultation: ACT Disability Policy Framework.

The ACT Government is updating its policy framework to improve outcomes and opportunities for all Canberrans who have a disability. 

The policy framework will build on the work of the ACT Government publication Future Directions: A Framework for the ACT 2004-2008 which challenges the whole community, including Government, to take responsibility for effective change.

Future Directions was evaluated in 2007-08 and it was found to have been effective in attracting widespread interest, commitment and participation across government and community. The evaluation recommended that a new strategic plan be developed to focus on system wide change. Future Directions and the proposed policy framework are fundamental to achieving Challenge 2014  - a 10 year vision for disability in the ACT.

The policy framework for 2009-14 will continue to be led by the vision that : All people with disabilities achieve what they want to achieve, live how they choose to live and be valued as full and equal members of the ACT community.
